Panel Discussion on Implementation of the “Curriculum Framework” in parish programs

In November 2007, the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) approved the Doctrinal Elements of a Curriculum Framework for the Development
of Catechetical Materials for Young People of High School Age. This 60-page document provides comprehensive guidelines on the content to be included in
catechetical programs for teenagers in high school.

As catechetical leaders and publishers of catechetical materials, some of the challenges that we face are:
+ In many parts of the country, there will be a need to resurrect a commitment, an adequate structure, and well trained personnel prepared to provide faithful
catechesis for adolescents.
+ In many parts of the country, there will be a need to forge a dynamic covenant among parents, youth, youth ministers and other parish leadership to reinvigorate,
support, and sustain parish adolescent catechesis in the face of many other activities that tend to siphon off youth participation in their ongoing formation.
+ In many parts of the country, there will be a need to re-identify old catechetical models that work and to explore new models that can likewise assist youth in
encountering Christ and continuing lifelong faith formation.

How can this extensive list of doctrinal elements be included in parish religious education programs that have far more limited hours with the teenagers than a
Catholic High School has?

NCCL is soliciting white papers on this subject. During the 2010 Annual Conference summaries of these white papers will be presented by the authors. This will be followed
by a panel discussion. If adolescent catechesis is one of your areas of ministry, we encourage you to attend the 2010 Annual Conference and join in this discussion.
